SDARNG is proposing to conduct mission essential training, [how many soldiers?  battalions?] collectively referred to as “GOLDEN COYOTE,” in the state during June 2012-2016.  The Proposed Action includes the following:  Sub. discusses for includes.
The number of soldiers, approximately 3000 was added and the change in verbiage was made as suggested.
Annual Training exercises are to be conducted at 9 locations on Buffalo Gap National Grasslands, Nebraska National Forest of western South Dakota in June 2012-2016.    How many acres? These activities will primarily occur within properties managed by the U.S. Forest Service (Nebraska National Forest).

This information was provided (approximately 500 acres).

Military tactical training activities are to be included in GOLDEN COYOTE.  Such activities include patrolling, “lanes training”, bridging, tank ditch development, tracked vehicle training, communication training, vehicle maintenance, aircraft support, water production and handling, as well as SDARNG activities associated with military encampments such as establishing perimeters and fighting positions.  TC 25-8?
This reference was made in the document.
Areas to be occupied during GOLDEN COYOTE 2012-2016 are discussed in detail in the EA. Spell out environmental assessment
This change was made.

Under the no action alternative, the SDARNG would not conduct annual training exercises on the Nebraska National Forest .  USE NO ACTION DESCRIPTION FROM PAGE 8 OF EA.  

This was done as suggested.

The fourth alternative involved SDARNG units bivouacking off of the Buffalo Gap National Grasslands (BGNG) and commuting to the BGNG to accomplish projects. [HERE AND ELSEWHERE IN THE FONSI MAKE CLEAR THAT BGNG = NNF.  

Steps were taken to accomplish this throughout the FONSI document.

The preferred alternative, described above, is the most desirable alternative because it best meets the SD ARNG’s screening criteria for establishing suitable locations for the SDARNG’s annual training exercises.  These screening criteria are listed on page 5 of the EA.  Put in SDARNG and spell out environmental assessment.
These changes were made as suggested.

An analysis of the potential environmental impacts of the preferred alternative is documented in an environmental assessment entitled “Environmental Assessment for Army National Guard Annual Training Activities on the Buffalo Gap National Grasslands, Nebraska National Forest: GOLDEN COYOTE 2012-2016”, dated October 2011.  This should go in the introduction.   
This information was moved to the introduction as suggested.

Conducting annual training at 9 locations in the  BGNG of western South Dakota starting in June of 2012 until June of 2016 will not significantly impact the environment.  Spell out Buffalo Gap National Grasslands
This change was made as suggested.

Mitigation. Mitigation measures have been established to minimize potential impacts and will provide protection for soils, vegetation, wildlife, cultural resources, and water and air quality, as well as reducing noise. These measures are spelled out in chapter 5.0 of the document, The Nebraska National Forest has agreed with these measures and that they will minimize negative impacts to the social and natural environment on these lands managed by them.
