SD National Guard medical company changes command 
 
VERMILLION, S.D. – Capt. Whitney Bruinsma, of Parkston, took command of the South Dakota Army

In 2010, she commissioned 
as a Medical Service Corps officer and held leadership positions in both the 730th ASMC and 881st Troop 
Command in Sturgis.    
 
Paull first enlisted in the 730th in 1998, serving as a combat medic for nine years. He then attended the 
Army’s Individual Physician’s Assistant Program and became a physician’s assistant.  He’s served on two 
deployments with multiple units during his 17 years in the SDARNG. He will continue his military career 
as a physician’s assistant with the SDARNG’s Medical Command in Rapid City. 
   
“You made my job easy,” Paull told the Soldiers. “I can’t thank you enough. It’s kind of like leaving a 
family. The Soldiers in this unit are what makes this unit great.”
