The maintenance supervisor supervises and performs field maintenance on tracked and wheeled vehicles, construction
equipment (which includes that used for earthmoving, grading and compaction; lifting and loading; quarrying and rock
crushing; asphalt and concrete mixing and surfacing; water pumping; air compression and pneumatic tools; powered
bridging and their associated trailers and material handling equipment (MHE)); special purpose equipment maintenance
activities to include: (1) Power Generation Equipment; (2) Air Conditioning/Refrigeration Systems; and (3) Quartermaster
and Chemical Equipment; combat vehicles, infantry and artillery fire control systems and equipment, and related test
equipment; small arms and other infantry weapons and towed artillery. Perform as support maintenance machine ship
supervisor or metalworking supervisor. Supervise recovery operations on track vehicles, wheel vehicles and related
activities including electrical wiring harness system repair/maintenance.
