General Eligibility Requirements

All E6 Soldiers within the SDARNG or E5s who have been accepted for and are assigned to an E6 position. Applicants must have or be able to complete COMMON FACULTY DEVELOPMENT COURSE (CFDC)
within one year of assignment. Applicants cannot have any flagging actions. Soldiers interested must have the 13M MOS, be a graduate of 13M30 ALC, have one year rated time on an NCOER as a 13M30
Launcher/Ammo Section Chief, and have a clearance level of SECRET. Additionally, Soldiers must meet assignment criteria and additional requirements to be selected as an instructor at the Regional Training
Institute. Instructor requirements can be found in NGR 600-200, paragraphs 2-23 and 2-24 and in the Program of Instruction (POI) that governs the training support package of instructing 13M30 ALC.

DUTY DESCRIPTION

Prepare and instruct 13M MOSQ and 13M ALC classes, which includes the following functions: ensures all courses are
conducted in accordance with all applicable Army Enterprise Accreditation Standards, proponent course management plans and
programs of instruction (CMP/POI); coordinate, prepare and oversee training areas, both indoors and outdoors; secure additional
equipment needed to conduct classes and resource all supported courses effectively and efficiently thru the 13M Course
Manager; supervise student maintenance of equipment and cleanup of training areas; administer and grade examinations;
counsel students before, during and after performance, written and hands on examinations; conduct remedial training as
necessary; maintain 13M student records relevant to supported classes for current and/or historical review. Be prepared to
support other RTI courses as necessary. Must be actively engaged in the Quality Assurance Program, know and understand
Operational Environment, the Army Learning Module (ALM), Center for Army Lesson’s Learned (CALL), OPSEC Working Group;
Safety; and know and understand SHARP and the Unit Victims Advocate (UVA) Program.

Physical demands rating and qualifications for initial award of MOS

MLRS/HIMARS crewmembers must possess the following qualifications:
(1) A physical demands rating of Heavy (Black).
(2) A physical profile of 222221.
(3) Color discrimination of red/green.
(4) Qualifying scores.
(a) A minimum score of 100 in aptitude area OF in Armed Services Vocational aptitude Battery (ASVAB) tests administered prior to 2 January
2002.
(b) A minimum score of 95 in aptitude area OF on ASVAB tests administered on and after 2 January 2002.
(c) A minimum OPAT score of Standing Long Jump (LJ) — 0160 cm, Seated Power Throw (PT) — 0450 cm, Strength Deadlift (SD) — 0160 Ibs.,
and Interval Aerobic Run (IR) — 0043 shuttles in Physical Demand Category in “Heavy” (Black).
(5) A security eligibility of SECRET is required for the initial award and to maintain the MOS.
(6) A U.S. citizen.
(7) Formal training under the auspices of USAFAS or accredited ARNG RTI transition course is mandatory to qualify for the award of the MOS.
(a) The highest grade for personnel seeking reclassification into MOS 13M without a waiver is a non-promotable E5 (SGT).
(b) Personnel reclassifying into MOS 13M must successfully complete institutional training at a MOS 13M OASS compliant, accredited ARNG
RTI transition course (preferred), or MOS 13M AIT at USAFAS. Personnel in grades E5 SGT (P) and E6 SSG must submit a waiver to ATTN:
Commandant, USAFAS, Fort Sill, OK, 73503 for determination of eligibility to reclassify into MOS 13M.
